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AutoCAD & AutoCAD LT Performance Issues

If you are having some Performances Issues with AutoCAD, then you might
want to try a few of the following things.

Autodesk AutoCAD & AutoCAD LT

Hardware Acceleration

Switching the Hardware Accelerator on and off can be by the following:
1. Type 3DCONFIG then press Enter into the command line

2. On Systems (TAB) in the Options menu, type OP or options then press Enter into the command line to
open the Options menu.

You can do this by the Status Bar at the bottom of the screen on the right hand side. It looks like a microchip with
a light bulb on it (see below image), right-click then you select performance tuner.
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In the Adaptive Degradation and Performance Tuning select the Manual Tune icon you should see the ‘Manual

Performance Tuning’ dialog box (See below). Make sure the Enable hardware acceleration is turned off. Then just
click ok to exit window and ok to all other windows.

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General AutoCAD Running Tips

1. Once AutoCAD is up and running, just go to the Ribbon and click on each Tab. You will find the next time
you click on each Tab it will switch quicker.

Don’t keep the layer manager open at all times, if you don’t need it close it until you do.

In the layer manager where is has the status column, next to name right click and un-tick status.

Restart AutoCAD regularly as it performs better. (e.g. shut AutoCAD down while on your lunch break)
Turn off your Quick Properties and Dynamic Input on the status bar.

Don’t have any palettes on transparency; if you don’t need them close them until you do.

Don’t attach X-Ref’s use Overlay.

Unload or remove any X-Ref’s not being used.

As a last resort switch to the classic view and use the toolbars instead of the Ribbon.
