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Using GPO to create the ADSKFLEX_LICENSE_FILE registry key: 
 

- Open the Group Policy Management console (gpmc.msc) 

 
 

- Edit the Default Domain Controllers Policy 
 

 
 

- Browse to the Registry section 
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- Right click to select, New >> Registry Item 
 

 
 

- Browse to HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\Software from the Key Path field 
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- Manually add the FLEXlm License Manager folder to Key Path 
- Enter the Value name as adskflex_license_file 
- Value type set to REG_SZ 
- Value data set to @your server name

- Close the Group Policy Management Editor 
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- Make sure the Security Filtering is set correctly for your machines or user groups that you want to
