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If you have created a display configuration file for your Navigational area palette, this can be saved and

automatically loaded for each new assembly created thus avoiding the requirement to load on a per assembly basis.

In addition the datum display filters of Axis display, Point display, Csys display and Plane display settings can also be

saved.
