All AutoCAD Electrical Users
Although AutoCAD Electrical adds intelligent attributes on the fly to dumb symbols, you may wish to define the exact position of where the attributes will be specifically placed.

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The new footprint will now be opened
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The minimum information that a 2D footprint requires is the component tag but it at your discretion whether further information would be useful in being shown in the layout drawings
Highlight all of the attributes in the Symbol Builder Attributes Editor Required list
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 Insert Attribute
Position where you want the information to be displayed
Highlight the attributes in the drawing and right click Properties
Change the text to be Middle Centre and the text height to be 5mm as shown
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Reposition the attributes accordingly so that they don’t overlap one another
